A Reading from the second letter of Paul to Timothy. 
 

As for you, continue in what you have learned and firmly believed, knowing from whom you 

learned it, and how from childhood you have known the sacred writings that are able to instruct 

you for salvation through faith in Christ Jesus. All scripture is inspired by God and is useful for 

teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for training in righteousness, so that everyone who 

belongs to God may be proficient, equipped for every good work. In the presence of God and of 

Christ Jesus, who is to judge the living and the dead, and in view of his appearing and his kingdom, 

I solemnly urge you: proclaim the message; be persistent whether the time is favorable or 

unfavorable; convince, rebuke, and encourage, with the utmost patience in teaching. For the time 

is coming when people will not put up with sound doctrine, but having itching ears, they will 

accumulate for themselves teachers to suit their own desires, and will turn away from listening to 

the truth and wander away to myths. As for you, always be sober, endure suffering, do the work 

of an evangelist, carry out your ministry fully.

Then, all standing, the Priest reads the Gospel, first saying 

Celebrant The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Luke.

Jesus told his disciples a parable about their need to pray always and not to lose heart. He said, "In 

a certain city there was a judge who neither feared God nor had respect for people. In that city 

there was a widow who kept coming to him and saying, `Grant me justice against my opponent.' 
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For a while he refused; but later he said to himself, `Though I have no fear of God and no respect 

for anyone, yet because this widow keeps bothering me, I will grant her justice, so that she may 

not wear me out by continually coming.'" And the Lord said, "Listen to what the unjust judge says. 

And will not God grant justice to his chosen ones who cry to him day and night? Will he delay long 

in helping them? I tell you, he will quickly grant justice to them. And yet, when the Son of Man 

comes, will he find faith on earth?"

Almighty and everliving God, who in thy holy Word hast taught us to make prayers, and 

supplications, and to give thanks for all people: Receive these our prayers which we offer unto thy 

divine Majesty, beseeching thee to inspire continually the Universal Church with the spirit of truth, 

unity, and concord. 
 

We pray for the Province of the West Indies, and for St. James’s Church, Pewee Valley. Grant that 

all those who do confess thy holy Name may agree in the truth of thy holy Word, and live in unity 

and godly love. 

Give grace, O heavenly Father, to all bishops and other ministers, especially Justin, Archbishop of 

Canterbury; Michael, our Presiding Bishop; Terry, our Bishop; and Lee, our Priest; that they may, 

both by their life and doctrine, set forth thy true and lively Word, and rightly and duly administer 

thy holy Sacraments. 

And to all thy people give thy heavenly grace, and especially to this congregation here present; 

that, with meek heart and due reverence, they may hear and receive thy holy Word, truly serving 

thee in holiness and righteousness all the days of their life. 

We beseech thee also so to rule the hearts of those who bear the authority of government in this 

and every land, especially Donald, our President; Matthew and Eric, our Governors; and Greg, our 

Mayor; that they may be led to wise decisions and right actions for the welfare and peace of the 

world.  
 

We commend to thy gracious care and keeping all the men and women of our armed forces, and 

others in the service of our government, at home and abroad. Defend them day by day with thy 

heavenly grace; and grant them a sense of thine abiding presence wherever they may be. 
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Open, O Lord, the eyes of all people to behold thy gracious hand in all thy works, that, rejoicing in 

thy whole creation, they may honor thee with their substance, and be faithful stewards of thy 

bounty. 
 

And we most humbly beseech thee, of thy goodness, O Lord, to comfort and succor all who suffer 

persecution; our brothers and sisters of the food and clothing ministry; all those who, in this 

transitory life, are in trouble, sorrow, need, sickness, or any other adversity; and especially those 

commended to our prayers.

And we also bless thy holy Name for all thy servants departed this life in thy faith and fear, 

beseeching thee to grant them continual growth in thy love and service; and to grant us grace so to 

follow the good examples of all thy saints, that with them we may be partakers of thy heavenly 

kingdom.

Almighty and everliving God, we most heartily thank thee for that thou dost feed us, in these holy 

mysteries, with the spiritual food of the most precious Body and Blood of thy Son our Savior Jesus 

Christ; and dost assure us thereby of thy favor and goodness towards us; and that we are very 

members incorporate in the mystical body of thy Son, the blessed company of all faithful people; 

and are also heirs, through hope, of thy everlasting kingdom. And we humbly beseech thee, O 

heavenly Father, so to assist us with thy grace, that we may continue in that holy fellowship, and 

do all such good works as thou hast prepared for us to walk in; through Jesus Christ our Lord, to 

whom, with thee and the Holy Ghost, be all honor and glory, world without end.
