A READING FROM THE BOOK OF HOSEA Please be seated Hosea 1:2-10

When the Lord first spoke through Hosea, the Lord said to Hosea, "Go, take for yourself a wife of whoredom
and have children of whoredom, for the land commits great whoredom by forsaking the Lord." So he went and
took Gomer daughter of Diblaim, and she conceived and bore him a son.

See to it that no one takes you captive through philosophy and empty deceit, according to human tradition, ac-
cording to the elemental spirits of the universe, and not according to Christ. For in him the whole fullness of deity
dwells bodily, and you have come to fullness in him, who is the head of every ruler and authority.
