What is a LEM?          Lay Eucharistic Ministers are trained and licensed members of the parish who, visiting in 
pairs, take the Eucharistic elements from the altar to a home-bound parishioner. The rotation with other teams 
would usually be monthly. There is a brief service for serving the elements.  People recovering from an illness or in-
jury appreciate this effort by the church to see that they maintain friendly contact with the parish. While clergy deal 
with pastoral emergencies, lay ministers can visit those in extended recovery.
