We set sail from Troas and took a straight course to Samothrace, the following day to 

Neapolis, and from there to Philippi, which is a leading city of the district of Macedonia and a 

Roman colony. We remained in this city for some days. On the sabbath day we went outside the 

gate by the river, where we supposed there was a place of prayer; and we sat down and spoke to 

the women who had gathered there. A certain woman named Lydia, a worshiper of God, was 

listening to us; she was from the city of Thyatira and a dealer in purple cloth. The Lord opened her 

heart to listen eagerly to what was said by Paul. When she and her household were baptized, she 

urged us, saying, "If you have judged me to be faithful to the Lord, come and stay at my home."

A Reading from the Revelation to John. 
 

In the spirit the angel carried me away to a great, high mountain and showed me the holy city 

Jerusalem coming down out of heaven from God. I saw no temple in the city, for its temple is the 

Lord God the Almighty and the Lamb. And the city has no need of sun or moon to shine on it, for 

the glory of God is its light, and its lamp is the Lamb. The nations will walk by its light, and the 

kings of the earth will bring their glory into it. Its gates will never be shut by day-- and there will 

be no night there. People will bring into it the glory and the honor of the nations. But nothing 

unclean will enter it, nor anyone who practices abomination or falsehood, but only those who are 

written in the Lamb's book of life. Then the angel showed me the river of the water of life, bright 

as crystal, flowing from the throne of God and of the Lamb through the middle of the street of the 

city. On either side of the river is the tree of life with its twelve kinds of fruit, producing its fruit 

each month; and the leaves of the tree are for the healing of the nations. Nothing accursed will be 

found there any more. But the throne of God and of the Lamb will be in it, and his servants will 

worship him; they will see his face, and his name will be on their foreheads. And there will be no 

more night; they need no light of lamp or sun, for the Lord God will be their light, and they will 

reign forever and ever.

Now in Jerusalem by the Sheep Gate there is a pool, called in Hebrew Beth-

zatha, which has five porticoes. In these lay many invalids-- blind, lame, and paralyzed. One man 
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was there who had been ill for thirty-eight years. When Jesus saw him lying there and knew that 

he had been there a long time, he said to him, "Do you want to be made well?" The sick man 

answered him, "Sir, I have no one to put me into the pool when the water is stirred up; and while 

I am making my way, someone else steps down ahead of me." Jesus said to him, "Stand up, take 

your mat and walk." At once the man was made well, and he took up his mat and began to walk.

We pray for all members of the Anglican Communion around the world, and for Calvary Church, 

Louisville and Holy Trinity Church, Brandenburg. Grant that all those who do confess thy holy 

Name may agree in the truth of thy holy Word, and live in unity and godly love. 

Give grace, O heavenly Father, to all bishops and other ministers, especially Justin, Archbishop of 

Canterbury; Michael, our Presiding Bishop; Terry, our Bishop; and Lee, our Priest; that they may, 

both by their life and doctrine, set forth thy true and lively Word, and rightly and duly administer 

thy holy Sacraments. 

And to all thy people give thy heavenly grace, and especially to this congregation here present; 

that, with meek heart and due reverence, they may hear and receive thy holy Word, truly serving 

thee in holiness and righteousness all the days of their life. 

We beseech thee also so to rule the hearts of those who bear the authority of government in this 

and every land, especially Donald, our President; Matthew and Eric, our Governors; and Greg, our 

Mayor; that they may be led to wise decisions and right actions for the welfare and peace of the 

world. 
 

We commend to thy gracious care and keeping all the men and women of our armed forces, and 

others in the service of our government, at home and abroad. Defend them day by day with thy 

heavenly grace; and grant them a sense of thine abiding presence wherever they may be. 
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With grateful hearts, we remember before thee this day the men and women of our country who 

in the day of decision ventured much for the liberties we now enjoy. Grant that we may not rest 

until all the people of this land share the benefits of true freedom and gladly accept its disciplines.  
 

Open, O Lord, the eyes of all people to behold thy gracious hand in all thy works, that, rejoicing in 

thy whole creation, they may honor thee with their substance, and be faithful stewards of thy 

bounty. 
 

And we most humbly beseech thee, of thy goodness, O Lord, to comfort and succor all Christians 

who suffer persecution; our guests of the food and clothing ministry; all those who, in this 

transitory life, are in trouble, sorrow, need, sickness, or any other adversity, especially those who 

have been commended to our prayers.
