The people standing, the Celebrant says

Jesus told this parable to some who trusted in themselves that they were righteous and regarded 

others with contempt: "Two men went up to the temple to pray, one a Pharisee and the other a tax 

collector. The Pharisee, standing by himself, was praying thus, `God, I thank you that I am not like 

other people: thieves, rogues, adulterers, or even like this tax collector. I fast twice a week; I give a 

tenth of all my income.' But the tax collector, standing far off, would not even look up to heaven, 

but was beating his breast and saying, `God, be merciful to me, a sinner!' I tell you, this man went 

down to his home justified rather than the other; for all who exalt themselves will be humbled, but 

all who humble themselves will be exalted."

Grant that all those who do 

confess thy holy Name may agree in the truth of thy holy Word, and live in unity and godly love. 

Give grace, O heavenly Father, to all bishops and other ministers, especially Justin, Archbishop of 

Canterbury; Michael, our Presiding Bishop; Terry, our Bishop; and Lee, our Priest; that they may, 

both by their life and doctrine, set forth thy true and lively Word, and rightly and duly administer 

thy holy Sacraments.

that, with meek heart and due reverence, they may hear and receive thy holy Word, truly serving 

thee in holiness and righteousness all the days of their life. 

We beseech thee also so to rule the hearts of those who bear the authority of government in this 

and every land, especially Donald, our President; Matthew and Eric, our Governors; and Greg, our 

Mayor; that they may be led to wise decisions and right actions for the welfare and peace of the 

world.

Open, O Lord, the eyes of all people to behold thy gracious hand in all thy works, that, rejoicing in 

thy whole creation, they may honor thee with their substance, and be faithful stewards of thy 

bounty. 
 

And we most humbly beseech thee, of thy goodness, O Lord, to comfort and succor all who suffer 

persecution; our brothers and sisters of the food and clothing ministry; all those who, in this 

transitory life, are in trouble, sorrow, need, sickness, or any other adversity; and especially those 

commended to our prayers.
