A READING FROM GENESIS Genesis 21:8-21

HE CHILD GREW, and was weaned; and Abraham made a great feast on the day that Isaac was weaned. But
I Sarah saw the son of Hagar the Egyptian, whom she had borne to Abraham, playing with her son Isaac. So
she said to Abraham, “Cast out this slave woman with her son; for the son of this slave woman shall not
inherit along with my son Isaac.”

But if we have died with Christ, we believe that we
will also live with him. We know that Christ, being raised from the dead, will never die again; death no longer has
dominion over him. The death he died, he died to sin, once for all; but the life he lives, he lives to God. So you also
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must consider yourselves dead to sin and alive to God in Christ Jesus.
