As to the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ and our being gathered together to him, we beg you, 

brothers and sisters, not to be quickly shaken in mind or alarmed, either by spirit or by word or by 

letter, as though from us, to the effect that the day of the Lord is already here. Let no one deceive 

you in any way; for that day will not come unless the rebellion comes first and the lawless one is 

revealed, the one destined for destruction. He opposes and exalts himself above every so-called 

god or object of worship, so that he takes his seat in the temple of God, declaring himself to be God. 

Do you not remember that I told you these things when I was still with you? But we must always 

give thanks to God for you, brothers and sisters beloved by the Lord, because God chose you as 

the first fruits for salvation through sanctification by the Spirit and through belief in the truth. For 

this purpose he called you through our proclamation of the good news, so that you may obtain the 

glory of our Lord Jesus Christ. So then, brothers and sisters, stand firm and hold fast to the 

traditions that you were taught by us, either by word of mouth or by our letter. Now may our Lord 

Jesus Christ himself and God our Father, who loved us and through grace gave us eternal comfort 

and good hope, comfort your hearts and strengthen them in every good work and word.

Some Sadducees, those who say there is no resurrection, came to Jesus and asked him a question, 

"Teacher, Moses wrote for us that if a man's brother dies, leaving a wife but no children, the man 

shall marry the widow and raise up children for his brother. Now there were seven brothers; the 

first married, and died childless; then the second and the third married her, and so in the same way 

all seven died childless. Finally the woman also died. In the resurrection, therefore, whose wife 

will the woman be? For the seven had married her." Jesus said to them, "Those who belong to this 

age marry and are given in marriage; but those who are considered worthy of a place in that age 

and in the resurrection from the dead neither marry nor are given in marriage. Indeed they cannot 

die anymore, because they are like angels and are children of God, being children of the 

resurrection. And the fact that the dead are raised Moses himself showed, in the story about the 

bush, where he speaks of the Lord as the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob. 

Now he is God not of the dead, but of the living; for to him all of them are alive."

Give grace, O heavenly Father, to all bishops and other ministers, especially Justin, Archbishop of 

Canterbury; Michael, our Presiding Bishop; Terry, our Bishop; and Lee, our Priest; that they may, 

both by their life and doctrine, set forth thy true and lively Word, and rightly and duly administer 

thy holy Sacraments.

that, with meek heart and due reverence, they may hear and receive thy holy Word, truly serving 

thee in holiness and righteousness all the days of their life. 

We beseech thee also so to rule the hearts of those who bear the authority of government in this 

and every land, especially Donald, our President; Matthew and Eric, our Governors; and Greg, our 

Mayor; that they may be led to wise decisions and right actions for the welfare and peace of the 

world.

We pray that thou wouldst  bless them for their unselfish 

service in the continual struggle to preserve our freedoms, our safety, and our country’s heritage, 

for all of us. 
 

We pray for the service men and women who have died in the violence of war, each one 

remembered by and known to thee. Give peace to those who love them in death as in life, offering 

the distress of our grief and the sadness of our loss.  
 

Open, O Lord, the eyes of all people to behold thy gracious hand in all thy works, that, rejoicing in 

thy whole creation, they may honor thee with their substance, and be faithful stewards of thy 

bounty.
